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In an effort to appeal to all horse crazy 4-Hers throughout the county, we are utilizing electronic media that
will be accessible to all members. Open to all boys and girls ages 8 and up. Horse ownership not needed
(access to one through lessons, lease, friend, etc. would allow members to take advantage of more opportu-
nities ). Identity security and privacy concerns have been addressed. 4-Everglades 4-H club will be using
online chat meetings close to members only ( and their parents ). A “ private ” Yahoo group has been es-
tablished to provide everyone with the latest 4-H forms, news, activity calendar, etc. No reason to travel to bi-

monthly meetings. We will still be holding activities at local horse events depending upon members interest!
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This year Florida 4-H State Legislature was given the high honor of being included as a “ 4-H Program of Dis-
finction ” so names by the National 4-H Headquarters under the USDA. Miami-Dade County was well repre-
sented by 12 students. Dante Arce, Jamie Genest, Wendy Chambers, and Gregory Wasko, were all nominated
for the coveted “ Chris Allen Award.” Dante won for Senator and Gregory won for Lobbyist. Leg is Florida 4-
H ’s premier event - a 5 day event at Tallahassee, Florida ’s capitol. Students from across the state participate
in a learn-by-doing event where they serve as reporters, lobbyists, representatives and senators. 4-H ’ers,
dressed in suits and business attire spend the week considering, debating, passing and failing bills written by
the students themselves. Meetings and training classes to prepare for State Leg 2008 will begin soon.
