2. 4-H Foundation Special Project Book (Record Book) Awards: For those that have exhibited
excellence in their project area. (Project book and record/summary must be submitted).

3. Cloverbud Awards: For outstanding participation by 4-H members 5-7 years old as of Sept 1, 2008
4. 4-H Honor Awards (open to clubs only): Each club can nominate an “Honorable member.”

5. Foundation Youth Development Awards (Ages 14-18): For the Senior 4-H member in
achievement, service, citizenship, leadership, teaching and teen club leadership (See attached file for
more information.)

6. Extension Citizenship Award: For graduating seniors only.

7. Graduating Seniors Awar ds; for graduating seniors

(if applying for mor e than one project pin, you need to attach an additional oneto
two page summary of your experiencesrelating to that particular project study)
(Limit 3 pins per child.)

3) Completion of 3 community service projects
(minimum total 6 hours for ages 8-13 and 12 hours for ages 14-18)

4) Participation in county sponsored programs
(i.e. Homestead Rodeo Parade, The Fair, County Events, etc.)

5) Participate in talk or demonstration on club or county level.
6) Make and display (exhibit) something pertaining to your project study. (Location may

include fair, library or club.)

Evaluation of Project Book for project pins:
Club leaders are responsible for the evaluation of their members project books:

1. Evaluate project book using the “4-H Project Book Score Sheet” form.

2. For project pins -use criteria listed above and/or check list sheet.

Send the following information to the 4-H mall office before deadline (Sept 7, 4PM):
1. 4-H Project Book list for camp. (Project and record/summary must be submmited.)
2. 4-H Project Pin qualifying members form with their project record/summary.
3. Completed nomination forms for county awards (Cloverbud, Foundation, Honor, etc.)

4. Submit only one outstanding project book in each project areaaong with
foundation application for 4-H special project awards.

* Exceptions - If the leader feels two books are of equal quality/or if the leader feels they can
not make an unbiased decision due to the 4-H member being a family member -then the decision
can be made by the Agents or judging committee.

» 4-H Foundation Youth Development Awards

Each year, The Dade County 4-H Foundation recognizes the Senior (ages 14-18 as of
September 1% of the current 4-H year) members who have excelled in the area of
personal development through their experiences in the 4-H program. This recognition
takes place in the form of “Youth Development Awards”. The purpose of these awards
is to recognize the individual 4-H member who best exemplifies a quality effort in each
of these areas. A 4-H member can not win the same award more than once.The
categories under this award and requirements for each include:

1. Achievement - “Danforth | Dare You Award”

This award is presented annually to one boy and one girl who have exemplified
continued quality work in 4-H, school and community programs, and who hold great
promise for facing the challenges of young adulthood.

Requirements:
Must be a 4-H member for a minimum of five years.
4-H Program Record/Summary for appropriate level

Must submit in writing (not to exceed 500 words), information on activities
related to achievement in 4-H, school and in the community.

2. Service - “Silver Clover Award” for Outstanding Service

We believe one of the greatest rewards any individual can know comes in the form of
service to others. This award recognizes one 4-H member who, during the past year,
exemplifies the spirit of the good Samaritan in the form of service to others in the
community.

Requirements:
Must have been a 4-H member for at least one year.

Must submit in writing (not to exceed 500 words), information on activities
the member performed for others in the way of service during the previous
twelve month period.

Must submit, in writing (not to exceed 500 words), information on activities the member
participated in that served to enhance their understanding of local, state and federal
government in America. The submission may include some activity that improved the
members understanding of at |east one country other than the United States.

4, L eader ship —“ Outstanding L eader ship Award”
The most important aspect of preparation of young people to assume adult roles
comesin the form of leadership skill development. Almost everything 4-H does
contributes to this end in some way.

Requirements:
- Must have been completed the Level 1V project record for the current year.
Must have served as an officer in the local 4-H club at |east one full year.
Written information of 500 words or less that documents the types of leadership
opportunities the member has participated in during their 4-H career to date.
A one page listing of other leadership activities (i.e., schools, church, civic organizations
and other community organizations).

Anyone can nominate any 4-H member for these awards, including themselves. The 4-H
members must be present at Achievement Night to receive their award.

This knowledge can be passed on to the benefit of younger 4-H members. This
award recognizes a teen 4-H member who has taken on full responsibility of
recruiting, enrolling and conducting a 4-H club during the current 4-H year.

Requirements:

Must be a 4-H member a minimum of two years age.

Must submit, in writing (not to exceed 500 words), a summary of your club efforts
in the organization and leadership of this newly formed club. Included the
number and ages of the members, what activities were conducted with the club
and what was learned from this experience.

Anyone can nominate any 4-H member for these awards, including themselves.
The 4-H members must be present at Achievement Night to receive their award.
